Impact

1. To upgrade PE facilities and equipment to support curriculum, play time and Active Agenda 60 use.
Permanently fixed football goals, basketball nets and netball nets were purchased. Children are more active during playtimes and lunchtime. The goals and nets are also used during PE lessons and extra-curricular activities. 
2. To deliver Dance across school.
Dance was delivered by our specialist, Miss Sneesby, to Reception, KS1 and KS2 children. Throughout the year, we had several dance extra-curricular clubs for KS2 children. We also took part in our local High School dance festival. We are proud to say that we had both, boys and girls represent our school.
3. To maintain a comprehensive programme of cycling. 

In school we now have 8 balance and 33 cycles of differing sizes, having used SSP money to add to our stock. A programme is now running across all year groups, with every child receiving a minimum of 6 cycling sessions. Children who take longer to feel confident get additional time. Those who can demonstrate safe techniques go out into the community. The track is used for practice. Percentage of children who achieved safe cycling status in Year 6 was 98% - they enjoyed their cycling afternoons out around Skelmersdale.

4. Every child to leave school being water confident and able to swim.

Swimming remained a priority. Over the past couple of years, children have missed out on swimming lessons, in school and out of school, due to COVID. At Woodland, we believe that all children should leave primary school as a confident swimmer. As a result, we have 5 swimming sessions per week allocated to our school. 
Year 1 – weekly (Autumn and Spring Term)
Year 5 – weekly (All year)
Year 6 – weekly sessions for the swimmers in our catch-up programme.

Year 4 – weekly (Summer Term)

G + T – 3 children took part in the SHARES G and T swimming programme.

87% of Year 6 children achieved National Curriculum Standard. This figure is way above the National Average. 96% of Year 6 children were able to use a range of stroke effectively. 100% of children were able to perform safe rescue in different water-based situations. 
5. To support staff delivery of PE. 

We purchased a new scheme of work for Games and Gymnastics. The scheme has been popular with staff and children. The scheme has given staff confidence to teach high quality PE, providing staff with a wide range of activities and resources. 
6. To provide transport.
The minibus was used throughout the year to transport children to inter-school competitions. We also transported to children to the Liverpool John West 3km event, numerous Indoor Athletic Events at Manchester Regional Athletics Arena and YDL competitions. As a school, we enter the maximum number of teams; this would not be possible without the transportation of the minibus. 
7. To offer wider active opportunities for pupils.

Throughout the year, children had the opportunity to participate in a wide range of sporting activities. We offered Sports Club for KS1 and KS2 children, as well as running club for KS2. As a school, we entered the maximum number of teams for all competitions offered. 

As a result of Commonwealth Week, children have become more active and engaged in a wide range of activities. A large number of children have since joined local clubs, such as Boxing and Karate.
