Impact
1.To maintain specialist curriculum and extra-curricular PE provision across the year groups. 

PE sessions were delivered from Reception up to Year 6. In KS1, the emphasis was on Gymnastics and development of catching and receiving skills. The older children developed their skills in sport specific sessions.

Attendance figures for children attending extra-curricular clubs are as follows –

Upper Key Stage 2 – 67%

Lower Key Stage 2 – 58%

Key Stage 1 – 45%

We competed in all the SHARES and WLSP sports competitions pre-Christmas and were disappointed that 2020 events were curtailed.
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2. To deliver Dance across the school.

Dance was delivered by our specialist, Danny, to Key Stage 1 and Reception children. Lessons to ks2 children were curtailed due to Covid. An extra-curricular Dance club took place from September to Christmas and some of our pupils took part in a Winter Wonderland extravaganza at a local High School.
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3.To develop Cycling provision.
In school, we now have 8 balance and 22 cycles of differing sizes, having used SSP money to add to our stock. A programme is now running across all year groups, with every child receiving a minimum of 4 cycling sessions. Children who take longer to feel confident get additional time. Those who can demonstrate safe techniques go out into the community. The track is used for practice. Percentage of children who achieved safe cycling status in Year 6 was 90% - they enjoyed their cycling afternoons out around Skelmersdale.
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4. Every child to leave Woodland as a ‘swimmer’.

Swimming remained a priority. Less children had access to lessons due to the closure of the pool from Feb 2020 onwards. The following classes had lessons - 
Year 1 – alternate weeks
Year 4 – weekly
Year 6 – weekly sessions for the swimmers in our catch-up programme.
G + T – 2 children took part in the Shares G and T swimming programme.
85% of Year 6 children achieved National Curriculum Standard. This figure is way above the National Average.
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5.To Develop Active Agenda 60.
We were delighted to appoint a TA, who had a PE specialism. Mr Collins took responsibility for the organisation and resourcing of lunchtime activities. We purchased some exercise/circuit activity mats and every year took ownership of a well-stocked and varied box of equipment. The impact on involvement in structured games and behaviour at play times was tangible.
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6.To Provide Event Transport

Pre -Christmas, the mini-bus was used to transport children to Inter-school competitions, weekend Park Runs and to support our senior athletes who run and train at Wigan Harriers. Planned visits to run in big events e.g. Liverpool 5k were cancelled due to Covid. We also took 24 children to Old Trafford for Manchester United UEFA cup matches – four Thursday nights during the Autumn.
