Impact

1.To maintain specialist curriculum and extra-curricular PE provision across the year groups. 

PE sessions were delivered from Reception up to Year 6. In KS1 the emphasis was on Gymnastics and development of catching and receiving skills. The older children developed their skills in sport specific sessions.
Pupils attending extra-curricular has continued to increase. Attendance figures are as follows –
Upper Key Stage 2 – 78%

Lower Key Stage 2 – 62%

Key Stage 1 – 50%

We have had a very successful year in inter-school competition and managed to represent the district in county finals in four different sports.
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2. To maintain fitness levels and support health awareness.

The track continues to be heavily utilised for the daily mile, although many of our older children are exceeding this distance in the allotted time. It has been great to see members of our wider community using the track – the local boxing club regularly warm up by doing laps around it. A couch to 5K group was formed, mainly of mums who dropped children off. Some of the original members have become regulars at the Tawd Valley Park Run. 
Percentage of KS2 children who were inactive at the beginning of the school year and became active is 48%.
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3. To establish a cycling programme.

In school we now have 8 balance and 18 cycles of differing sizes, having used SSP money to add to our stock. A programme is now running across all year groups, with every child receiving a minimum of 4 cycling sessions. Children who take longer to feel confident get additional time. Those who can demonstrate safe techniques go out into the community. The track is used for practice. Percentage of children who achieved safe cycling status is 85%.
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4. Every child to leave Woodland as a ‘swimmer’.

For the first time Reception children were let loose into the local pool. Most of them very quickly became water confident. Number of sessions offered were as follows – 
Reception – 15

Year 1 – 18 

Year 4 – 36

Year 5/6 – 18 (Target group to advance children to achieve National Curriculum Level) 

G + T – 8

86% of Year 6 children achieved National Curriculum Standard. This figure is way above the National Average.
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5. To extend children’s experience of competitive running.

Our support of the Tawd Valley 5k and Skelmersdale Junior Park Runs has given many of our children the chance  to test themselves in a very supportive atmosphere. 

We have also, via our links with Wigan Harriers, given some of our more talented children the opportunity to run in YDL Athletic events and Regional Cross-country They have also competed in Open events across the county. Some of our past pupils have remained part of this programme.
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
